PROGRAM CURRICULUM
The Adrian R-III Preschool will provide students with an active, nurturing, positive and caring environment, encouraging a love for learning through developmentally appropriate curriculum.  The preschool program will use the Missouri-based model, Project Construct.  The curriculum will provide your child with “hands-on, minds-on” experiences while learning to work together with adults and peers to be life long problem solvers.
Payment Schedule and Policy

The program is a non-profit organization which operates on reimbursement from the Department of Social Services and parental fees.  Parents will be required to provide proof of income at the time of registration.  All information will be kept confidential.  Parents may also be required to complete application forms for the Department of Social Services Child Care Assistance Program.
All parental payments are due on Monday morning in advance of care.  Payment is expected for absences but not for scheduled calendar days off.  Parental co-payments for subsidized care are due on Monday morning in advance of care. 
If you have payment conflicts, you will need to communicate directly with the lead teacher.  If your account is overdue by two weeks and no prior arrangements have been made, your student will be dropped from enrollment and all fees will need to be paid to the elementary office before consideration for re-enrollment can be made. A meeting with the elementary principal and the lead teacher may also be required.  However in the meantime, we will open the position and if a student is on the waiting list to attend they will be notified of the opening and have the opportunity to enroll immediately thus there is a possibility that a position will no longer be available.

ENROLLMENT

The preschool accepts full-time children three and four years old with priority given to children one year away from kindergarten entrance.  Once all four year old children have been enrolled, three year old children will be admitted on a first come first serve basis. Placement for out of district students will be approved only if all Adrian residents have enrolled and space is still available.
A deposit of $75.00 is required at time of registration in order to hold a spot on the roster.  The deposit will be used towards the first week of tuition once the student attends in the fall.  The deposit is non-refundable.  Before services may begin, the following must be completed:

1. Enrollment forms must be completed in full and turned in to the elementary school office.

2. Each student must receive a medical exam by a physician and return a copy of the exam with the enrollment papers.

3. Student UP TO DATE shot records must accompany registration.

4. Parents will attend a general opening meeting or personal meeting with a Project Construct Teacher.
Children adjust to new environments, activities, and people at different rates.  Most will be well adjusted to the change within two months.  Occasionally, a child may have difficulty adjusting.  If staff identifies a problem in this area, they will request a parent conference to examine the best strategies of alternatives for the child and family.

This is a full day, 9 month program, operating from August 2014 through 
May 2015. Children must be in attendance throughout the entire year.
The Adrian R-III Preschool Program policy is that all children arrive and leave in a safe and secure manner. Children 4 years of age and older can ride the bus, but a parent must provide transportation for 3 year olds.  When your child is absent for health or other causes, please call the school before 8:30 a.m. and leave a message with the secretary.  

If someone with whom the staff is not familiar picks up your child, please inform the staff.  That person must be named on the release list.  

If you need to pick up your child at an irregular time and need our assistance in having him/her ready, please call before you come.  We will try to prepare your child for any change in routine. Sometimes this helps eliminate difficulties experienced with change.

The hours of the Preschool Program will be from 8:10 a.m.-3:15 p.m. Monday-Friday.  Students may arrive at 8:10 a.m. to classroom.  
Hours and Days of Operation 
The MPP Preschool Program is a full-time only program open Monday through Friday 8:10 a.m. to 3:15 p.m. 
The Adrian R-III Preschool program will be Full time 8:10 a.m. to 3:15p.m.  Monday thru Friday.

Monday, Wednesday and Friday all day or half day ending at12:30p.m.

Tuesday and Thursday all day or half day ending at 12:30 p.m.

School Closures
The preschool will close during inclement weather (e.g. snow).  We automatically close when the public school is out.  Parents and Guardians will be notified by an automated voice message from School Reach.  Please do not call the school or classroom teacher, as you can check for school cancellation at:

PARENT INVOLVEMENT
Parent involvement and communication between a child’s home and school is important.  The child in a family actively involved in education demonstrates higher achievements and aspiration, increased self-esteem, and raised student achievement.  Parent participation is welcomed and encouraged.

Here are some ways that you can be involved:

· Attend parent/teacher conferences to help assess your child’s progress.
· Actively participate to develop a knowledge base of appropriate child development information.
· Families enrolled in both preschools will be required to be enrolled in P.A.T. and have first visit by October 1st.
Emergency Procedures 

When Parents Cannot Be Reached

In the case of an accident or an emergency, parents will be notified immediately.  If parents cannot be reached, we will contact the person(s) listed as emergency contacts on the enrollment form.  Please keep teachers informed of any changes in emergency contacts and/or phone numbers.  The emergency numbers should be local numbers and should be kept current.

Confidentiality of Records

And Information

The Adrian R-III School Preschool personnel respect the confidential nature of a child’s records, Information pertaining to the admission, progress, health, or discharge of an individual child is confidential and access is limited to the staff designated by the Preschool Director and Division of Social Services representative unless the parent/guardian of the child has granted written permission for disclosure or dissemination.

Parent Guidelines for Keeping

Children Home from School Due To Illness

Please review the following guidelines.  Our school asks that you abide by them when deciding whether your child is well enough to be in school.

1. If a rash is present that has not been evaluated by a physician.

2. If your child’s temperature exceeds 100 degrees F, or one to two degrees above the child’s normal temperature.  A child with such a fever should remain home for 24 hours after the temperature returns to normal.

3. If the child vomits and continues to experience nausea and/or vomiting.

4. If your child complains of severe, persistent pain, the symptom should be referred to a physician for evaluation.

5. If your child shows signs of upper respiratory infection (cold symptoms) serious enough to interfere with the child’s ability to learn.

6. If there are signs of conjunctivitis (pinkeye) with matter coming from one or both eyes, itching, or crusts on eyelids, the child should be evaluated by a physician.

7. If there are open sores that have not been evaluated by a physician.

8. If there are signs of infestation with lice (nits in the hair, itchy scalp) the child should be evaluated for treatment.  The nurse will examine the child’s hair the following school day before the student can be admitted back to school.  Our school has a “no nit” policy.  Your cooperation is appreciated!

Health Requirements

It is a state law that all children attending school in the State of Missouri be immunized against diphtheria, polio, measles, rubella, and chicken pox.  It is a requirement that records be on file in the school office and a report made to the Missouri Division of Health of all students who have not been properly immunized.  If your child should be exempt from immunization for medical or other reasons it must be on file in writing explaining the reasons.  Forms for this purpose are available from the school nurse.  Immunizations must complete by the day the student begins class.  NO STUDENTS WILL BE ADMITTED WITHOUT PROPER IMMUNIZATION or a current physical.  

Medication

A licensed nurse will administer all medication per doctor’s orders.
Naps

Naptime is approximately from 12:35 to 1:45.  The length of time will depend on the child’s needs.  Children can bring a favorite pillow or stuffed animal for nap.  Please do not bring action figures (power rangers, ninja turtles, etc) and Barbie dolls.  Please mark naptime items with your child’s name.
Guidance Policy

The Adrian R-111 preschool staff respects each child’s individuality.  We encourage independence and strive to always be positive and rewarding of desirable behavior.  We set clear limits and expectations and make these known to the children.  We model appropriate interaction with others and provide cues to the children to remind them of what is expected.

When it is appropriate, undesirable behavior is ignored, usually causing the child to see that attention will not be gained from the action.  When redirection is required, we will be consistent, reasonable, and realistic.  We will be honest about our feelings, letting the child know how his/her behavior is making us feel.

Discipline problems can be reduced by consistent program planning and evaluation, educationally and developmentally appropriate activities, and an understanding of child development.

Behavior/Discipline
Adrian R-III Schools desires to create a loving and supportive environment for your child.  We use constructive, age-appropriate methods of discipline to guide your child's behavior.  We stress praise and encouragement of good behavior.  Firm, positive statements or redirection will be used whenever possible.  A child who bites, kicks or hits will be removed from the rest of the group immediately for a timeout.  A time-out is a brief, separation from group, limited to one minute per year of the child's age.  The teachers will talk to the student following a timeout and make sure the student understands the reason for the timeout and what is expected in their behavior.  Repeated incidents of hitting, biting, kicking or negative physical behavior that negatively affects other children in care or property will result in termination of care.  NO corporal punishment will be used.  

Children enrolled in Adrian R-III Preschool must follow the guidelines of the Missouri Safe Schools Act. Failure to follow these guidelines may lead to termination from the program. 
Termination or Withdrawal
Parents or Guardians are required to give a 2 week notice when a child is being withdrawn.  The fees for the 2 weeks still apply regardless of your child's attendance at Preschool.  If a parent does not call or bring in their child for 2 weeks without prior notice, their spot will be revoked.  Adrian R-III Schools reserves the right to terminate care of your child when we believe it is in the best interest of the child or required for the welfare of the other children in care. 

Self-Help Skills
Children who enroll in the Adrian R-III Preschool are expected to be toilet trained including wiping themselves as well as able to wash and dry their own hands.    
Visitors

The Adrian R-111 Preschool program has an open door policy for visitors.  It is requested that advance notification be given to the classroom teacher.  Visitors will need to check in with the office upon entering the preschool.
Custody/Court Related Issues

If a change in custody arrangements for your child should occur, the teachers must be notified immediately in writing.  If the parent/guardian feels that another party might challenge their custodial rights, a certified copy of custodianship needs to be on file in the preschool classroom.  If a parent secures a court order or similar type of document, a copy is to be furnished to the teachers for appropriate filing.

Toys from Home

Toys should not be brought to preschool.  A toy is a personal item that is not easily shared with others.  Loss, breakage, and hurt feelings are often the result.

Snacks and Meals

Both preschool programs will have catered lunches brought to their classrooms by the cafeteria staff.  There will be a standard lunch charge for each day.  Adrian RIII Preschool will have parents sign up to bring snacks for the class on a weekly basis.  These snacks need to be healthy and in sealed containers. Fresh fruits and vegetables need to be brought in whole or in manufacturer packaging. 
The MPP Preschool lunches and snacks will be provided through the school cafeteria (no sack lunches). 
Special Events

A birthday is a special event for a young child.  If your child wants to bring treats, please have them prepackaged.  If you are planning to have a birthday party for your child outside of preschool, invitations can be distributed at school if every student in the class is invited otherwise you will need to mail them to the students invited. 
Grievance Procedure

Parents with concerns regarding classroom issues should contact the teacher by phone or a note to set up a time to discuss the concerns.  Please inform the teacher if you have concerns about child care policies, administration, physical environment, or safety.  The teacher will arrange a time to meet.  If the concern is a safety issue, please inform the teacher immediately.

Clothing and Supplies

Your child’s comfort should be considered when dressing him/her for the day.  Please bring your child in comfortable and washable play clothes (avoid having your child wear or bring his/her “best” clothing).  Children will be involved in messy activities.  Please send your child in clothes that they can get dirty.  Every child must have a complete change of play clothes at school, including socks, and underwear.  Send clothes in a large zip lock baggie with their name on the outside.

Boot, hats, mittens, and warm coats are essential for cold weather.  To maintain a healthy balance in a child’s daily schedule, outside time is a must.  Please keep this in mind when you are helping your child choose his/her clothes and outer garments for the day.  It is much better to wear too many outer garments than too few.

Children will be involved in outdoor play except in the most extreme weather conditions.  They may play outdoors in mud, snow, etc.  Children will not be kept inside upon parental request.  If you are determined that your child is ill and should not play outdoors, please keep him/her home.  Our policy is if they are well enough to be at school, they are well enough to play outdoors.

Tennis shoes or saddle shoes with rubber soles are the safest shoes for your child to wear.  Backless shirts and clothing that exposes the midriff are not acceptable school dress.

When wet or dirty clothes are sent home, parents/guardians are to send a clean set of clothing the next morning of attendance.  Each child will have a cubby in which to keep his/her belongings.  This includes a shelf or a basket for papers and artwork that are to be taken home and a hook to hang the child’s outer wear.  The cubby should be checked daily for items to be taken home.

Lost or found items are kept in the classroom.  The Adrian R-III Preschool program is not responsible for lost or damaged items.
